
Zeitz Museum of Contemporary Art Africa (Zeitz MOCAA) is a public, not-for-
profit institution that exhibits, collects, preserves and researches contemporary
art from Africa and its diaspora; conceives and hosts international exhibitions;
develops supporting educational, discursive and enrichment programmes;
encourages intercultural understanding; and strives for access for all. 

The museum’s galleries feature rotating, temporary exhibitions with a dedicated
space for the permanent collection. 

The institution also includes the BMW Centre for Art Education, and the Atelier,
a project space for emerging Cape Town-based artists.
