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6 pm: V&A Waterfront Art in Public Places programme unveiling of the new outdoor
sculpture Angular Mass by Michele Mathison

The sculpture comprises of five large flywheels that formed an integral part of the
original Grain Silo machinery when it was first constructed in 1921. When the building
was repurposed as the new Zeitz Museum of Contemporary Art Africa (Zeitz MOCAA),
the flywheels were given to artist Michele Mathison. He used the wheels to create a
static sculpture that nevertheless captures the dynamic motion of their rotational drive,

and the sheer weight and size of the wheels.

The sculpture forms part of the V&A Waterfront’s Art in Public Places programme. This
ongoing initiative brings creative outdoor elements to the property, allowing visitors to
interact with and enjoy sizeable works of art on a free, open-air platform that is open

24-hours a day.

Angular Mass is the latest in a number of other sculptures installed across the V&A
Waterfront by artists such as Noria Mabasa, Mohau Modisakeng, Kyle Morland,

Cameron Platter, Carl Frederik Reutersward, Claudette Schreuders and Gavin Younge.

Michele Mathison has drawn critical acclaim for his solo exhibitions States of Emergence,

Manual, and Harvest, which is currently on show at Zeitz MOCAA.
